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Know that in the United Kingdom the two most important and internationally recognised people are Queen Elizabeth II and the Prime Minister.

Know that Queen Elizabeth II is a monarch who reigns but doesn’t rule.

Know that the Prime Minister is the most important politician in the country.  Know that politicians have lots of meetings and decide on the laws for our country and decide on how things are done such as how hospitals and schools work and when and where roads are built.

Know that the Prime Minister lives at 10 Downing Street which is in London which is the capital city of England.

Know that at 9 Downing Street lives the Chancellor who looks after all the money that belongs to our country.

Know that all the people who go to work are made to give some of their wages to the government and these are called taxes. Know that it is this money that pays for schools, hospitals, pensions etc..

Know that the Prime Minister meets with their politicians at The Houses of Parliament to make laws.

Know that there are 195 different countries in the world and that many of these have a Prime Minister.  Know that when decisions about the world are made it is often different countries Prime Ministers that meet.

Know that in the United States of America they have a President. Know that they do not have a king or queen.

Know that in our country we have a general election every 5 years and all of the people get a chance to vote. This is called democracy and it is a fair way to choose the people who are in charge of a country.  Know that the politicians who get the majority vote win the election and this means that they can make new laws and change old ones.  Know that if a Prime Minister has made lots of unpopular decisions then they usually get less votes at the next general election and are no longer Prime Minister and vice versa.

Know that there are 650 Members of Parliament and to change or make new laws they too have to vote and a majority vote is needed to succeed.

Know that the queen or king is not decided by a vote from the people but by hereditary accession.
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
