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	Know that Queen Elizabeth II paid an official visit to open Ashcombe Children’s Centre in 2007.  Visit this and use press, school photos and interview members of staff and the school community to ‘follow her footsteps’.

Know that Queen Elizabeth II is our constitutional monarch – a monarch who is a figure head of a nation with no formal authority. They reign but they do not rule over a country.

Know that Queen Elizabeth II is the longest reigning British monarch and the longest reigning female monarch in world history. (This became the case on 9th September 2015 at the age of 89 years, 141 days.

Know that she became queen (accession) on 6th February 1952 and her coronation took place in London at Westminster Abbey on 2nd June 1953. (This was the first coronation to be shown live on TV).

Know that our queen and other monarchs reign due to an order or right of succession – hereditary right.

Know that she is the great, great grand-daughter of Queen Victoria.

Understand that she is the figurehead of the Commonwealth, an association of 53 member state (nearly all of these are former territories of the British Empire). Locate some of these on a world map.

Know that the Queen’s Christmas Message is televised every Christmas day.

Know that the queen and her family live in royal residences – identify and locate two of these on a map of the United Kingdom -  Buckingham Palace and Windsor Castle.  Understand that the Royal Standard if flown at these residences only when the queen is present.  At other times the Union Flag flies. 

Know that it is the queen’s portrait that features on our national currency and on stamps.

Listen to the National Anthem and learn some of the words.

Know that the Crown Jewels consist of 140 royal ceremony objects kept in the Tower of London and that these include items worn by UK monarchs for their coronations at Westminster Abbey.

Know that the changing of the guard is a ceremony at Buckingham Palace where soldiers guarding the palace change shifts.






The family of Queen Elizabeth II
Her husband is called Prince Philip, the Duke of Edinburgh.
She has one daughter, Princess Anne and three sons, Prince Charles, Prince Andrew and Prince Edward.
Know that Prince Charles is heir to the throne.
Know that Prince William and Prince Harry are the queen’s grandsons and that they are the sons of Prince Charles and Diana Princess of Wales.
Know that she had a younger sister called Princess Margaret.
Her father was King George VI and know that when he died she became queen.
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
