	Key achievements to date until July 2024: 
	Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of need: 

	· Achieving GOLD for the 2nd year in a row for the Sainsbury’s School Games.
· High profile of PE across the school with increased staff confidence due to excellent support from Future Stars providing their third year of CPD to all staff between Y1 –Y6. All staff received CPD in gymnastics and also had a sport specific term.
· Higher participation again in school games events at inter and intra levels with a focus on pupils who are not as gifted and talented in sport.
· Key PE sports scheme still being used by all year groups using downloaded/ online lessons given to year groups. 
· Highly successful after school clubs running across KS1 and KS2 
· Two successful lunchtime clubs held daily across 2 key stages, providing new lunchtime games and opportunities to all children. Working really hard to include all and to not always be football.  
· Positive energetic play (PEP) provided by all lunchtime staff enabling children to have lunchtime zones set up daily. 
· PE leaders working collaboratively across the trust providing a termly tournament or inter activities across the MAT. 
· Swimming continuing with a focus on years 4 and 5. 
· 3 large scale sports days held with parents on sight to watch and celebrate achievements.  
· Dance festival participation
· Bikeability- year 4 and 6
· Forest school- year 1 and 4
· Hornets Rugby club taster day- year 5 and 6
· New sports introduced through taster sessions – Molky, Cornhole and speed stacking- year 2, 3 and 5.
· Gymnastics ‘ X 5 wow’ days for year R-5 used to promote gymnastics and their new club launching in September 2024. 

	· Continue to support/ encourage the increased numbers of children in extracurricular sport 
· Ensure there is a high standard of PE teaching across the school
· Aim for GOLD again in the school games mark 
· Further develop daily fitness activities an active play to promote health and wellbeing. Possible 10 minute break out lessons across the day in a skill such as catching, side steps or skipping or a daily mile. Could we have a termly whole school skill to focus on? (Link to healthy schools application) 
· Develop accurate use of PE assessment to monitor the impact of physical and mental well-being in line with our recent OFSTED inspection. 
· Use pupil voice feedback sheets to develop PE lessons, look at areas to improve based on pupils responses. 
· Develop the leadership of purposeful play with year 6 play leaders particularly at lunchtimes. 
· Continue to develop dance across the school, enter Playhouse dance festival again.
· Future Stars to continue to provide a more rigorous CPD programme, providing a teacher observation at the end of each term. CPD lessons to return to 1 hour lessons now that our build has finished and we are back to 2 halls. Each term will lead up to the class teacher being observed by the future stars coach and supported through weekly progressive lessons. Feedback will be provided and teachers will be expected to team teach with the coach prior to their lesson observation. CPD to be chosen by class teacher.

· Future Stars to work alongside OPAL play at lunchtimes to run x1 zones during lunchtime encouraging pupils to be active ‘sport zones’- develop play leaders to support. 

	· Continue to develop new y5 and y6 pupils to become PEP leaders (positive energetic play) Encourage setting up, putting away and leading activities. 
· Lunchtime energetic play is purposeful and an integral part of daily exercise for pupils.

(These will follow a rota to allow all years 1 to 6 classes an equal amount of lessons) Coach led, followed by teacher shadowing, team teaching and finally class teacher being observed by the coach ready for feedback. Enhance the skills of teaching staff to ensure high quality PE and sport is taught for at least 2 hours a week. 

· Future Stars swimming coach teaching non-swimmers providing support and CPD for staff KS2.
