	· To ensure that all children are engaged in physical activities every day- a minimum of 60 minutes. 
· To encourage and develop daily exercise.
· To encourage 10-minute break out activities across the school day with a whole school termly focus or children to run and daily mile.
· Future Stars to work alongside OPAL play at lunchtimes to run x1 zones during lunchtime encouraging pupils to be active ‘sport zones’- develop play leaders to support the running of lunchtime clubs. 

	· Continue to develop new y5 and y6 pupils to become PEP leaders (positive energetic play) Encourage setting up, putting away and leading activities. 
· Lunchtime energetic play is purposeful and an integral part of daily exercise for pupils. 

· Healthy Schools link- teachers to provide at least one 5–10-minute break out session to provide a physical activity ‘brain break’

· All staff to promote and share active play and PE via our school’s social media. This will include achievements and participation in school games, inter-sport competitions and additional curriculum sporting activities. 
· Encourage walking laps of the school to cover 1mile per day or running the field/ run a daily mile or 10-minute keep fit session outside of classroom doors. 
· Future stars to provide after school sports club provision 4 days per week. Staff will also provide clubs in mindfulness, sports and well-being across the school year.  
· Gym clubs to provide x2 gymnastics clubs afterschool. 
· Dance club during the lead up to festival.

	· A specialist coach from Future Stars will work alongside teachers and TA’s for 1-hour weekly CPD lessons. CPD will begin coach led, followed by teacher shadowing, team teaching and finally class teacher being observed by the coach ready for feedback. Enhance the skills of teaching staff to ensure high quality PE and sport is taught for at least 2 hours a week. Coach will be deciding on staff CPD each term following last year’s successful CPD programme and identifying areas still needed by coach. 
· Future Stars swimming coach to support with walking to and from venue/ male support for changing room and staff CPD- working alongside class teacher to develop their ability to teach swimming lessons in the future. 
All other swimming cost charges (per child at £2.85 to come from school budget)
	· Future Stars CPD lessons will run every afternoon. All classes are timetabled equally over the year.

£1680 ( for year 6 non-swimmers extra lessons with a 12 week block)
	x90 children accessing specialist coaching and new sports. Increased teacher knowledge, confidence and understanding when teaching PE. 

Staff will have developed their skill of teaching fundamental PE skills and be regularly incorporating them in weekly PE lessons. Staff will have developed skills to teach specific elements of PE through working alongside PE coaches and will be able to incorporate these teaching skills in other PE lessons.
