This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	 In Ashcombe Primary School, we offer a wide range of musical opportunities for our pupils in Key stages 1 and 2. Across the school, we have invested in the musical scheme ‘Charanga’ which uses a repetition-based approach to understanding musical concepts. The ‘interrelated dimensions of music’, on which it bases its learning, ensures pupils cover and revisit the foundations of music as well as introducing new skills with every piece learnt. The music provision we provide here at Ashcombe is inclusive to all pupils, including those with SEND. Alongside using Charanga’s fantastic resource aimed at SEND pupils, teachers and adults ensure that every child has the opportunity to express themselves musically in a safe, non-judgemental environment supported by creative practitioners. Our large, generously spaced classrooms and superbly accommodating halls allow for classes to perform openly and freely.
Our musical practice at Ashcombe is supported by the Modal Music Curriculum (March 2021). This DFE document informs our teaching of the music curriculum and provides us with a practical framework for our education specialists to refer to. Within it, it shares a core set of knowledge and capabilities to specialist and non-specialist teachers. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	During music lessons, pupils have the opportunity to sing and play a wide range of instruments. Each unit of work in each year group is split into three important sections: listen and appraise, musical activities, perform and share. Within these sections, children have the opportunities to explore vocal ranges across a mix of genres, allowing them to practise or have a go at using their voices in different ways. They also have the chance to use a range of instruments which are challenging, yet engaging. Each unit corresponds with the objectives in the National Curriculum for Music. Each area is built around the ‘Interrelated Dimensions of Music’ which focuses on pulse, rhythm, pitch, tempo, dynamics, timbre, texture, structure and notation. Previous learning is recapped in subsequent years and new concepts are taught to deepen knowledge.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Music is an integral part of Ashcombe Primary School. Alongside our Music Curriculum, we hold weekly Music Assemblies for both KS1 and KS2. Within these assemblies, teachers introduce the pupils to different genres of music with the aim of bringing them together to create a strong sense of community, improving their physical and mental wellbeing and their musicality. In addition to this, Ashcombe runs a School Choir Club on a weekly basis. Although still in its infancy, Ashcombe School Choir has already made a positive mark on the local community by performing at local fetes, churches and performing their repertoire for parents and carers. The Choir is a free-of-charge club that is attended by KS2 children.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Ashcombe is a hub for creativity, inclusion and community, that’s why as a school, we would like to elevate music even further in the future. Private tuition to learn musical instruments is something we hope to introduce to our school as it will give the pupils the opportunity to stretch their learning further in terms of acquiring a new skill and challenging themselves musically. Furthermore, we are forming an alliance with WEMA (West of England Music Association) which will allow our school to be part of music festivals, workshops and competitions in the next academic year. Finally, as a school, we would like to take part in ‘Sing-Up Day’, an annual music celebration shared across all schools in the UK and worldwide by learning a selection of songs to perform.
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
