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	Know that we live in a town called Weston-super-Mare in a country called England which is part of the United Kingdom which is a group of islands in the Atlantic Ocean.
Know that an island is surrounded by a coast.
Know that the town we live in is on the coast and that coasts are everywhere that the land meets the sea.
Identify, look at pictures and locate on a map the human and physical coastal features that can be seen from Weston-super-Mare:
· Weston Bay and beach
· The headland of Brean Down
· The island and nature reserve of Steep Holm
· Sand Point and Sand Bay
· Weston Woods
· The Severn Estuary
· The coast of Wales and the city of Cardiff
· The Grand Pier
· Birnbeck Pier
· Knightstone Island
· Marine Lake
· The Promenade
· The village of Uphill (including the Old Church of St Nicholas and the remains of a windmill on the hill).
· The river Axe (enters the Bristol Channel at Uphill)

Know that most countries of the world have some coast but that there are 43 countries that have none and are landlocked.

Identify the following physical features of coasts including some examples:
· Sand and shingle beaches
· Bays
· Cliffs including the White Cliffs of Dover (chalk cliffs)
· Landslides
· Rock pools
· Sea caves
· Sand banks
· River mouths
· Waterfalls
· Deltas
· Ports
· Harbours
· Lighthouses
· Shipwrecks
· Piers
· Reefs
· Coves (Lulworth Cove in Dorset)
· Rock arches (Durdle Door) in Dorset
· The Giants Causeway in Northern Ireland (formed by an ancient volcanic eruption not a giant!)
· Stacks and needles
· Drowned valleys – sea lochs or fjords
· Sand dunes
· Groynes
· Sea walls
· Waves and tides
Know that lots of the physical features of the coast are formed by the interaction between land (rocks) and the sea. Discuss some of the activities that people like to do on the coast – swim, paddle, surf, fish, holiday, fossil hunting etc.

	
	Tides 
Know that on every sea coast in the world the tide comes in and goes out twice each day.
Know that high tide is when the sea has risen up the shore.
Know that low tide is when the sea has fallen back again.
Know that you can recognise a tide-line by the trail of flotsam and jetsam that is left behind.
Know that the tide in Weston-super-Mare goes out much further than most other coasts.

Know that tides happen because of the moons gravity.

Discuss sea safety – staying away from the mudflats in Weston, avoiding cliff edges, not going out of your depth in the sea, avoiding tides, currents and big waves, staying with an adult.

	
	Tsunamis
Know that a tsunami is generally caused by an earthquake or volcanic eruption in an ocean. Know that it is a naturally occurring event and not caused by humans.
Find out about the Boxing Day tsunami of 2004 and its impact on the coastline and people of the Indian Ocean.

	
	Beach Pollution
Know that it is only humans that create pollution that is bad for the oceans and the coasts.
The main types of human pollution found on the coast are:
· Plastic pollution
· Sewage
· Oil and chemical spills
Debate how these types of pollution affect coasts and what we can do to reduce, prevent and reverse their effects.
