	Key knowledge and vocabulary

	
	Local Geography Focus:  Whole school site and buildings.
Know that Ashcombe Primary School is the largest primary school  in the coastal town of Weston-super-Mare 
Know that Weston-super-Mare is a town with a population of 76,143 (2011 Census)  in the south west of England. 
Locate Weston-super-Mare on a map children know that W-s-M is in England (capital is London) which is in the UK which is made up of three other countries (Norther Ireland (Belfast), Scotland (Edinburgh), Wales (Cardiff)) Identify the 4 countries on a map.
Know that there are 630 children who attend Ashcombe Primary. Compare the size of our school with the other schools in the Kaleidoscope Mat. Children identify that we are the largest school. 
Look at plan of the school and it’s grounds and identify the different buildings.
Use school plan to follow a route around the school using directions such as left and right.
Look at a map key – discuss how a key unlocks the symbols on a map so that it can be interpreted like a special language.
Look at a street map of Weston and identify and locate some of the symbols from the key.
Construct  a simple key and create a symbol for bin, playground, benches, adventure playground, tree, allotment, and entrance.
Know the four compass points north, east, south and west and orientate the map to the north. Go outside and use a compass to locate the north. 
Use observational skills and the key created to observe the geography of the school and add human and physical features to the school plan.
Describe the location of features and routes on their school map using the four compass points. 
On a map children locate familiar human and physical features in the local area (the pier, Clarence/Ashcombe park, town centre and Hutton Moor, woods, Tropicana, School) notice how near/far they are to school.
Find the location of their house on a map of Weston. Children to write out their address including postcode. Use google maps to plot locations. 
Identify human features around their houses -  the types of houses in their road (flats, terraced, cottages) shops, roads, parks, physical features: rivers? Hills? Sea? Woods? Sand dunes?  
Know and describe the route they would take from their house to school using key geographical vocabulary North, South, East, West, Forwards, Backwards, Left, Right. (OR the route to the seafront?) 

	
	Historical Geography Focus: Churchill Road site (Ashcombe School Pre 1970) 
Know and locate on a map the previous location of Ashcombe Primary School.
Identify features which show it was a school (boys and girls signs overhead)
Use simple data collection to record a traffic survey comparing the number and type of vehicles going past previous school site and current school site. Link to road safety.


	
	Regional Geography Focus: Bristol and Weston’s surrounding towns and villages.
Recap from Y1 that the nearest city to Weston is Bristol (The population of Bristol is estimated to be 463,400 people. Bristol is the largest city in the South West)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Recap from Y1 transport links –railway and M5 (N/S)/M4(E/W)
Know that villages are small settlements with a small number of house for a few hundred people. Know that most villages are found in the countryside and may be surrounded by farms, come villages have a few shops and there may be a place of worship and there is usually a small school.
Know that a town is a larger settlement than a village and more people live in a town so they need more homes and more shops. Know that most towns have some leisure facilities, often have a town hall, places of worship and schools.
Know that a city is the largest kind of settlement and often have millions of people living in them. Know that there are different types of homes like house, flats and apartments, there a usually lots of different shops, leisure facilities, restaurants, museums, schools, places of worship and many have cathedrals.  
On a map identify settlements surrounding Weston (eg, Congresbury, Locking, Yatton, Clevedon, Cheddar, Burnham on Sea, Sandford, Portishead, Nailsea, Backwell, Kewstoke) and discuss whether they are towns or villages. 
Locate the roads, railways and pathways that connect the villages and towns with Weston. (Strawberry line, M5, A370, Dual Carriageway)
