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	[bookmark: _GoBack]Recap previous knowledge that there are seven continents in the world, know that North America is one of the seven continents of the world and locate the city New York, New York.
Know that the USA consists of 50 states and know that New York City is in New York State. Did you know … NYS was named after 17th-century Duke of York, the future King James II of England.
Locate New York State and New York City on a map. 
Know that it takes 7 hours 55minutes to travel there by plane, crossing the Atlantic Ocean or 7 nights travelling by ferry from Southampton. 
Know that NYC consists of 5 boroughs – Manhattan, Brooklyn, Queens, The Bronx and Richmond (Staten Island) There is a Staten Island Ferry.
NYC vs W-S-M

	
	Know that NYC is a city. Population 8.5 million.
Know that a city is the largest type of settlement. Know that people can live in houses, flats or apartments (population density is higher), there are more shops/leisure facilities available, it usually has a Cathedral (NYC’s cathedral is St Patrick’s Cathedral) and lots of school. 
Most building in NYC has water tanks on the top of their buildings because water pressure is to weak if the buildings are above 6 floors. 
Look at a street map of Manhattan notice that it is laid out in a grid. Avenues run North-South and Streets go East-West. Fifth Avenue splits East and West. 
	Know that W-s-M is a coastal town. Population 80.000.
Know that a town is a settlement smaller than a city but bigger than a village. Know that in towns people mostly live in houses and there are not many high rise buildings. Know that there are some shops and leisure facilities, there is usually and townhall, places of worship and schools. 

	
	Human features
Name and locate these human features found in NYC. Compare them to human features found in WsM – recognise the features of a city compared to a town. 

Know that the Statue of liberty was a gift from France. It is on Liberty Island in New York Harbour. 

Know that the Empire State Building is one of the tallest buildings in the world. 1,472 feet high, 102 floors, 74 lifts (elevators). 

Macy’s department store is one of the biggest shops in the world.

Central Park – know that in the park there is a zoo, lakes, carousel and horse and cart rides.

	Physical Features

Know that New York is built on three islands of Manhattan, Staten Island and western Long Island. Know that land is scarce but it has a high population density (lots of high rise buildings)

Know the NYC has a coastal position at the meeting of the Hudson River and Atlantic Ocean (tidal esturary). 

Know that the city has a temperate climate.
