	Local Geography Focus:  modern human features of the town
Recapping Y2 learning find and locate the school on a map of Weston-super-Mare. 
Know that a map has a key to represent different features. Notice that all tourist and leisure symbols are blue. 
Using a map of Weston children locate the school, Milton road, Locking road, The Seafront, Dual carriageway, M5 and the High Street.
Become familiar with the different symbols for roads, buildings and vegetation on an OS map.
Use the symbols and key on an OS map of Weston to locate human features in Weston. (caravan site, camp site, picnic area, country park, cycle trail, golf course, information centre, museum, parking, other tourist feature, recreation, school, town hall, cinema, restaurants )  
Notice on the map where these human features are located (tourist information is on the seafront, Hutton Moor is near school and ___ area)  Discuss why this is the case and why they have been chosen to be put in these locations. (Hutton Moor was built to provide leisure facilities for the local community, the tourist information is best positioned where the tourists are attracted to – the seafront)
Use the eight point of a compass; North (N), South (S), East(E), West (W) , northeast (NE), southeast (SE), southwest (SW) and northwest (NW) to locate the main human features in town Hutton Moor, High Street, Tourist Information, Parks, Cinema, Restaurants– what do they notice? Children make observations of where the majority of human features are and their uses. Sketch a map/ collate a graph to represent where these human features are found in Weston. When drawing a map include the main roads, do the children notice anything? 

	
	Historical Geography Focus: Victorian human features of the town.
Know that during the 19th century Weston grew from a small coastal village into a well- established seaside resort.
Know that the Royal Hotel was built pre Victorian and is still used as a hotel today, locate on a map.
Know in 1832 Dr Edward Fox and his son built a bathhouse which is still on Knightstone Island today but the buildings are not used as a pool any more but a café and… locate on a map.
Know that many buildings surrounding the seafront are of Victorian era. Locate on a map The 1859 town hall, with extensions by Hans Price of 1897, One of Hans Price’s villas in Grove Park Road, The Smyth Pigotts' Grove Town estate with Landemann Circus, The Royal Crescent of 1847 by the architect James Wilson, Christ Church, Montpelier)
Use secondary sources such as books to find photographs of key tourist features from the Victorian era (Birnbeck Pier, Dr Foxes, The Royal Crescent Holiday Villas) Do the children recognise any of these buildings now. Discuss whether they are still in use today – why/why not.  
What types of landuse was this area in the Victorian era (tourist holiday homes) compared to now (some holiday lets but main residential use, Hans Price building is now owned by Weston college). 
Debate is Weston still a tourist town? Compare the human tourist features found today and with what was built in the Victorian Era. How or why have their uses changed over time?  
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	Regional Geography Focus: North Somerset (human & physical), Counties of SW, Human features of the SW.

Know that there are 9 different regions of England: North East, North West, Yorkshire and the Humber, East Midlands, West Midlands, East of England, London, South East and South West. 
 
Know that we live in the South West of England which is the largest area. 
 
Know that the South West consists of these counties (know that a county is an area of the UK containing different towns and villages) – Bristol, Cornwall, Dorset, Devon, Gloucestershire, Somerset and Wiltshire – locate these areas on a map using the eight points of a compass describe their location to build their own knowledge and perception of their location.
 
Know that the largest city in the South West in Bristol – revisit learning on Bristol taught in KS1. 
 
Know and locate cities in the South West and know the county they are in Salisbury (Wiltshire), Bath (Somerset), Wells (a cathedral city in Somerset) Bristol (city and county), Gloucester (Gloucestershire), Exeter (Devon), Plymouth (Devon), Truro (Cornwall – mainland England’s most southern city)  
 
Locate on a map the airport in the South West -  Bristol, Exeter and Newquay. Potential for debate over growth of Airport here? 
 
Know that we live in North Somerset is a unitary district in Somerset, South West England.  
 
Locate the South West on the map, then Somerset, then North Somerset. 
 
Know that between April 1974 and 31 March 1996 this area was the Woodspring district of the count of Avon (refer to Avon & Somerset Police as a familiar link?) (It was named after the Woodspring Priory located north east of Weston-super-Mare) Know that Woodspring was formed from Weston-super-Mare, Clevedon, Portishead urban district, Long Ashton Rural District and part of Axbridge Rural District. Locate these towns on a map of Somerset in one colour to compare with towns now in North Somerset. 
 
Know that the main towns that for the district of North Somerset are the coastal towns of Wetson-super-Mare, Portishead and Clevedon and the commuter town of Nailsea.  
 
Use a map of North Somerset to identify other familiar villages and settlements which make up the District of North Somerset – eg. Bleadon, Churchill, Congresbury, Hutton, Puxton, St Geoges, Wick St Lawrence, Winscombe, Worle, Yatton. 
 
Locate: Mendip hills, North Somerset Levels, Sand Bay and Sand Point.
