	[bookmark: _GoBack]Human Landmarks Name and locate these human landmarks in Europe.  (these are suggestions and not limited to)
Eiffel Tower, Paris - It is named after the engineer Gustave Eiffel, whose company designed and built the tower. The Eiffel Tower is the most-visited paid monument in the world; 6.91 million people ascended it in 2015. The tower is 324 metres (1,063 ft) tall, about the same height as an 81-storey building, and the tallest structure in Paris.
The Louvre, Paris - is the world's largest art museum and a historic monument in Paris, France. In 2019, the Louvre received 9.6 million visitors, making it the most visited museum in the world.
Colosseum, Flavian Amphitheatre, Rome – Know that, although substantially ruined because of earthquakes and stone-robbers, the Colosseum is still an iconic symbol of Imperial Rome and is listed as one of the New7Wonders of the World.
Neuschwanstein Castle, Barvaria, Germany – a 19th-century romantic eclecticism palace – (Disney Castle!)
Canals
Glenfinnan Viaduct, Scotland – The filming of the second and third Harry Potter books, Harry Potter and the Chambers of Secrets and Harry Potter and the Prisoner of Azkaban took place in this area with the Hogwarts Express calling at Glenfinnan! 
Landwasser Viaduct Bridge, Filisur, Switzerland -  single-track six-arched curved limestone railway viaduct.
Sagrada Familia, Barcelona, Spain - esigned by Spanish/Catalan architect Antoni Gaudí (1852–1926), his work on the building is part of a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

	
	Debate: Human vs Physical - Grand Canal, Venice, Italy – know that Venice was built on a lagoon. They drained and dug canals and built buildings on wooden and stone platforms.   
Physical Landmarks
Name and locate the major physical features/landmarks in Europe. .  (these are suggestions and not limited to)
Matterhorn, Switzerland/Italy, Swiss Alps, Switzerland, Crooked Forest, Poland, Northern Lights, Norway, Black Forest, Germany, Plitvice Lakes National Park, Croatia.
Rivers
Know that a river is a large stream of fresh flowing water and they are physical features (naturally occurring geographic characteristics)
Know that Europe is a continent of rivers, more than any other landmass. Know that rivers allowed early European cultures to develop reliable networks of trade and communication. 
Locate The Rhine, in Western Europe, which flows from the Alps in Switzerland and streams 766 miles to Rotterdam in the Netherlands to its mouth in the North Sea. 
Locate The Danube, in Eastern Europe, which is 1,780 miles long (the second longest river) Know that it flows through 10 countries (the largest number of countries – The Nile is second with 9) including Germany, Hungary, Serbia, Croatia, Austria, Slovakia, Romania, Moldova, Ukraine and Bulgaria. Then empties into the Black Sea via the Danube Delta. 
Locate The Loire, the longest river in France (625miles), know that it flows east splitting the country midway.
Locate The Elbe River, which is 680miles and starts in the Krkonose Mountains of the Northern Czech Republic and flows into the North Sea. 
Locate The Volga, the longest river in Europe, stretching 2,194 miles across Russia, from Central Russia to Southern Russia. 
Mountain Ranges
Know that a mountain is a landmass that forms as tectonic plates interact with each other.
Locate The Alps, know that they stretch from Slovenia to Austria and pass through, Italy, Switzerland, France and Germany. Know that it’s highest peak in Mount Blanc which is 4810m high and the highest peak in Western Europe. 
Locate The Pyrenees, know that it is a mountain range between France and Spain. Know that the  highest peak is Pico de Aneto which is 3404m high.
Locate The Carpathians know that it stretches through 7 countries; Czech Republic, Slovakia, Poland, Hungary, Ukraine, Romania and Serbia. 
Locate The Appennines know that it separates the east and west of Italy and ends on the Island of Sicily. Know that the highest point is Mount Corno which is nearly 3000m tall. 
Locate The Urals, know that they form a border between Europe and Asia. Know that the highest peak is Mount Narodnaya which is 1895m tall.
Locate The Balkan Mountains in Bulgaria. Know that the highest peak is Botev which is 2376m tall.
