	Recap previous knowledge that there are seven continents in the world.
Know that South America is one of the seven continents of the world.
Know that South America is the fourth largest continent by land mass (Ranked in order from largest to smallest they are Asia, Africa, North America, South America, Antarctica, Europe and Australasia) and in the north west it joins to North America by the Isthmus of Panama, a land bridge narrowing to about 50 miles (80 km) at one point.
Know that South America is in the Western Hemisphere and mostly in the Southern Hemisphere, with a relatively small portion in the Northern Hemisphere.
Know that there are 14 countries in South America and locate them on a map. 
Know that Brazil is by far the most populous country with more than half of the continent’s population (population 212,559,417), followed by Colombia (50,882,891), Argentina (45,195,774), Argentina (45,195,774) and Peru (32,971,854).
Know that most of the population live near the continent’s Western and Eastern coasts while the central and far south are sparsely populated. Discuss how physical geography has influenced the development. The three principal regions of early development were the Pacific coast, suited to fishing and trading societies; the major rivers of the Amazon basin, with abundant water, plant, and animal resources; and the Andes, where mountains provided security. 
Research and discuss population density now. Discuss how South America’s rural areas will suffer as more and more investment is made in the continent’s cities.

	
	Know that South America is bordered by the following oceans: Atlantic Ocean and Pacific Ocean
Name and locate the following major physical geography features in South America:
Angel falls (the world’s highest uninterrupted waterfall), Venezuela. Kaieteur Falls (the highest single drop waterfall), Guyana, Amazon River (the largest river by volume) Andes (the longest mountain range, formed as the South American Plate) Amazon rainforest (the largest rainforest – ‘The World’s lungs’) Know that the Amazon rainforest contains a major proportion of the Earth’s Species. the Atacama Desert (the worlds driest place - The average rainfall is about 1 millimeter (0.04 inches) a year, and some parts of the Atacama have never had rain in recorded history.) Torres Del Paine National Park 
Name and locate the following major human geography features in South America:
"The Lost City of the Incas," Machu Picchu, Peru (one of the most familiar pre-Columbian features in the world)
The Carnival of Rio de Janeiro, Brazil is a festival held every year about 40 days before Easter. It is both an important event in the Catholic calendar and one of the largest revenue generators in Rio. Thousands of Brazilians and tourists participate in parades and parties
Moai Statues, Easter Island, Chile (monumental sculptures created between 13th and 16th Century)
Santuario de Las Lajas, Colombia (Gothic Revival style in unique location, built between 1916 and 1949.)
Swing at the end of the world, Banos, Ecudor.
Christ the Redeemer statue, Rio De Janero, Brazil.
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
