	Key knowledge and vocabulary

	Local knowledge
Know that our town of Weston-super-Mare is different to many towns in the United Kingdom because it is a destination for tourism and recreation.

Analyse the n-somerset.go.uk tourism summary – Weston-super-Mare 2017 report which provides context and data for numbers of different types of visits to the town from day trips to holidays. Discuss the information including the importance to the town of money spent here by these visitors. (Weston-super-Mare has an approx. population of 76,000 and 246,000 staying visitor trips and 5.1 million day visits each year).

Using a map of the town, local knowledge and fieldwork identify the human and physical features that attract visitors to the town:

During fieldwork take photographs of all of these features to build up a geographical picture and map back in class.

Physical features: Weston Bay, Sand Bay, Weston Woods, Brean Down, Sand Point, Anchor Head

Human features: The Promenade, The Grand Pier, The Tropicana site, SeaAquarium, The Beach Lawns and associated events, Knightstone Island and Marine Lake, The Water Park, Crazy Golf, The Sovereign Centre and High Street, The Playhouse, hotels (including The Grand Atlantic), B&Bs, restaurants, take-aways, gift shops, car parks.

Locate all of these features on a map and note their proximity to the sea front – the location that continues to be the major hot spot for visitors.

Understand that it the physical features that act as the initial draw for any recreation hotspots and the human features develop because of this.

Debate the future for Weston-super-Mare as a tourism destination. What should it be like and who and what should this consider?

Historical knowledge

The influence of and legacy of Hans Fowler Price

Know that Hans Fowler Price was a Weston-super-Mare based architect who was prolific across the Victorian town.

Know that he was born in 1835 in Langford near Weston.  He set up practice at 5 High Street in 1860 and at this time he lived at 5 Victoria Villas.

Know that he designed many residential villas in the newly created Victorian suburbs and is now most notably remembered for the many public buildings which are notable for their individual style and civic dignity.

Use fieldwork to locate and then plot on a map Hans Price’s buildings including the Town Hall, Walliscote Primary School, The Weston Mercury, The Constitutional Club, The former central library, the former School of Science and Art, enlargement of Wadham Street church (now The Blakehay).
Note: Hans Price also designed the Locking Road school on the corner of Churchill Road. This has since been converted into apartments but there are nice clues as to it’s previous ‘life’ as a school. This was the school that the staff and children moved from in 1970 to the new Ashcombe site in Earlham Grove.
Regional Geography – The South West Region as a destination for travel and tourism.
 
Understand that the south west region is a major destination for travel and tourism by national and international visitors.
Know that the south west region represents the highest proportion of all English regions for domestic overnight trips (19% of total trips) and 10% of all domestic day trips.
Know that domestic means visitors travelling from within a country rather than from or to another country.

Analyse data from www.visitbritain.org relating to the south west region and domestic tourism.

Read an OS map of the south west map to identify the counties, cities (including Bristol), towns and physical features (beauty spots – inland and coastal) that are destinations for tourism. Locate the transport links that act as gateways to the south-west (rail network, motorways and major roads).
