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	Recap previous knowledge that there are seven continents in the world.
Know that North America is one of the seven continents of the world.
Know that North America is the third largest continent by land mass. (Ranked in order from largest to smallest they are Asia, Africa, North America, South America, Antarctica, Europe and Australasia).
Know that North America lies entirely within the Northern Hemisphere.
Know that there are 23 countries in North America and that Canada and the United States of America (USA) are by far the largest by land mass.
Know that Canada has a land mass of 9,984,670 square km (it is the world’s second largest country after Russia (17,000,000)) and a population of 37 million. By comparison the UK has a land mass of only 242,495 square km but a population of 66 million! (The UK would fit into Canada 40 times). Discuss population density and quality of life.
Know that the USA has a land mass of 9,629,091 square km (the world’s third largest country) and a population of 331 million.
Know that the USA consists of 50 states. (Understand that Alaska is a state in the far north-west of North America bordering Canada and lies only 55 miles across the Bering Strait from Russia. Understand that Hawaii is a state and an archipelago in the mid Pacific Ocean.
Name and locate on a map of the USA the 50 states. Locate some major cities including the four most populous cities of New York City, Los Angeles, Chicago and Houston.
Name and locate The White House in Washington DC (District of Columbia) and understand that this is the residence of the President of the USA.
Name and locate the following major physical geography features in the USA:
Rocky Mountains, Appalachian Mountains, Grand Canyon, The Great Plains, Mojave Desert, Great Salt Lake, The Great Lakes, Mississippi River, Missouri River, Colorado River, Rio Grande River, Yukon River, Niagara Falls.
Know that North America is bordered by the following oceans: North Pacific, North Atlantic, Gulf of Mexico, Hudson Bay.
Name and locate the following major human geography features in the USA:
Golden Gate Bridge, The Lincoln Memorial, The Empire State Building, Statue of Liberty, Mount Rushmore.
