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	Recap previous knowledge that there are seven continents in the world: Asia, Africa, North and South America, Antartica, Europe and Australasia.
Recap knowledge that the United Kingdom consist of four countries: England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.
Recap knowledge that the capital cities of these countries are London, Edinburgh, Cardiff and Belfast.
Know that the United Kingdom is part of the continent of Europe.
Recap knowledge from Year 3 that England consists of nine regions: North East, North West, Yorkshire and the Humber, East Midlands, West Midlands, East of England, London, South East and South West. 

Know that Weston-super-Mare is a coastal town in the South West of England which is England’s largest region. 
 
Know that the South West consists of these counties (know that a county is an area of the UK containing different towns and villages) – Bristol, Cornwall, Dorset, Devon, Gloucestershire, Somerset and Wiltshire – locate these areas on a map using the eight points of a compass describe their location to build their own knowledge and perception of their location.

Know that there are 100 counties in the UK.

Name and locate on a map the 48 counties of England.
Name and locate on a map the 33 counties of Scotland.
Name and locate on a map the 13 counties of Wales.
Name and locate on a map the 6 counties of Northern Ireland.

Know that there are 69 cities in the UK:

England – 51
Scotland – 7
Wales – 6
Northern Ireland – 5
